As far as Legendre at Gellainville (Eure-et-Loir) is
concerned, they have logically opted for eurotoll, ETC
provider referenced by their group. Jean-Marie Tanter,
member of group Legendre’s board of directors, is
pleased wih the effectiveness of the ASTRE interface. “In
liaison with Laetitia Lopez, our assistant Régine monitors
the invoices and the processing of anomalies. For
everything concerning tag management, she consults
Laetitia. But she is autonomous for the daily follow-up.
She accesses the data on the eurotoll portal, via a log-in
and a password.”

The director explains the advantages of the IT tool: “As
we use carriers to look after the distribution in the Paris
area, “class 3/ class 4” alerts and “most expensive journey”
alerts are important. For these, it is important to remain
watchful concerning the drivers. The alerts allow us
management of great rigour.”

“With the implementation of eurotoll we issued memos.
We have become more watchful. We ask drivers to
inform Régine when they notice when a toll station has
not detected a tag passage. We also recommend to
avoid certain motorway sections. The drivers are very
sensitive to these instructions. All the more so since
motorway costs have gone up by 25% in 2008.”
